TITLE OF THE PROJECT: A Lethal Atomic attack on Hiroshima and Nagasaki.
INTRODUCTION: The attack on Hiroshima and Nagasaki cities, the use of nuclear weapons,
loss of life, radiation effect and its consequences will be introduced.
OBJECT/AIM: We have chosen this project with the aim of understanding the situation in
the cities after the launch of nuclear weapons.
COLLECTION OF INFORMATION: We have collected the information from our textbook,
newspapers, and the internet.
RECORDING OF INFORMATION: In the last phase of World War Il in 1945, the USA attacked
the Japanese cities Hiroshima and Nagasaki with nuclear bombs. At least 1,29,000 people
were killed in these attacks, which took place on August 6 and 9 in 1945. These are the only
nuclear bomb attacks in the history till today. United kingdom supported the USA in this
incident.

MAP OF JAPAN

In the last year of the world war I, the Allies were ready to occupy Japan.
Prior to this, America destroyed 67 Japanese cities by traditional bombing. In Germany
Hitler committed suicide. Germany agreed to surrender. On May 8, 1945, the war ended in
Europe. But, the War continued in the pacific region. Japan did not agreed to surrender. On
July 26, 1945, the Allies warned Japan in Potsdam declaration to surrender and stop the
war. But Japan did not accept to do so.

By August 1945, the Manhattan Project had made two types of nuclear
bombs. The American Air Force had provided Boeing B-29 Super fortress to carry these
bombs from Tinian in the Mariana Islands.




On July 25, America ordered to drop the nuclear bombs on four Japanese cities.
On August 6, the United States dropped the uranium gun-type bomb (Little Boy) on Hiroshima. The
US president told Japan to surrender, Otherwise "You have to face the devastation that has never
been seen in history will come from the sky". Three days later, on 9 August, Plutonium implosion
type (the Fat Man) bomb was dropped on Nagasaki.

Around 90,000 to 1,46,000 people lost their lives in Hiroshima. In Nagasaki 39,000
to 80,000 lost their lives. Half of them died on the day of attack. Many people were killed in the
following months due to burns caused by radiation, sickness and other injuries, including
malnutrition. Most of the deceased are ordinary citizens. Hiroshima has a military base.

Japan surrendered six days after the atomic attack on Nagasaki. Japan signed a
surrender document on September 2. World War Il ended with this incident. The morality of these
attacks, which have been killed more than a million is a burning topic even today.
